Physical activities to enjoy together:

· Simple throwing and catching with counting / adding

· Catching after throwing at a wall

· Target throw using buckets – using scoring system

· “How many times can you… in a minute?” challenges

· Building dens

Activities that will help to maintain progress in English:

Reading

· Regularly reading stories together

· Regularly reading stories to your child

· Reinforcing letter recognition

· Weekly visits to the library

· Reading about places that you will be visiting together

· Use the letters in car number plates to make words or sentences

· Extra reading books can be sent home for the holiday – see Helen Wardman for advice.

Speaking and listening

· Encouraging your child to speak on the telephone to family and friends

· Teaching your child what to say in different settings eg. How to buy tickets in a museum

Writing

· Writing postcards – even from Scarborough to relatives

· Keeping a holiday diary

· Writing letters or e-mails to school friends who they haven’t seen

Writing to the next class teacher and posting it to school
Activities that will help to maintain progress in Mathematics:
· Baking – using scales to weigh ingredients

· Telling the time – take time to teach o’clock ( ½ past ( ¼ to and past ( past and to the hour

· Counting anything in ones, twos etc

· Using timetables to plan journeys

· Working out entry fees for places you visit together

· Adding up the cost of items in the shopping bag (and working out change)

· Using rulers and tapes to measure lengths of materials used for DIY projects
